
Blessing for Children (the Priestly Blessing) 
Based on Numbers 6:24-26

Note: Most people use the traditional text from the book of Numbers, which is phrased
in the masculine, even for girls.  For those who wish to adapt and conjugate the text so
that it’s grammatically correct in addressing a girl or woman, though no longer a direct

quote from the Torah, you may use the following:
